6. Commercial classes and the purebred steer class will be broken by weight if

numbers warrant.
7. Substitutions will be allowed within the same class.
8. Health certificates are not required to show. However, if you are planning to sell

cattle, please have interstate health certificates in order.
9. Animals entered from outside the brand area must be inspected before leaving

the grounds. Any animals selling must be brand inspected. A brand inspector
will be available.
